VI. Note

1. The university does not set qualification standards for new students based on inappropriate standards (religion,
gender, property, disability, age, etc.) that violate equal educational opportunities. Instead, it accepts new students
with fair procedures without physical, mental, or racial discrimination.

2. In principle, originals must be submitted for documents issued in foreign countries. However, if copies are
unavoidably submitted, copies that have been checked with the originals (Notarized copy) by the issuing agency (or
the Korean embassy or consulate in the relevant country) must be submitted.

3. When submitting a foreign high school graduation (expected) certificate or foreign school transcript, obtain and
submit an Apostille or consular confirmation.

- Apostille confirmation issuing organization: An organization designated by the government of the country (in the
case of Korea, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade)

- Consular confirmation issuing agency: Korean consulate in the relevant country

- Since Apostille certificates cannot be issued in countries that are not signatories to the Apostille Convention,
consular confirmation is issued at the local Korean consulate.

- Certificate issued by China Ministry of Education's Degree Certification Center (31SR//CHSI)

X Language trainees at our university can omit this if it can be confirmed with already submitted documents.

4. Documents proving financial ability

- Financial guarantor's certificate of deposit balance at a bank, etc, of KRW 16 million or more (must be
continuously deposited for more than one month as of the application start date) or domestic remittance or currency
exchange certificate of KRW 16 million or more

5. Submitted documents will not be returned, and in addition to the submitted documents specified in this guideline,
additional documents necessary to confirm facts regarding application qualifications may be requested.

6. If it is discovered that you were accepted (admitted) through fraudulent means, such as forging documents, your
admission may be canceled.



7. Changes or additions related to the admissions process will not be notified individually but will be notified through
our university's admission information website. Applicant must inform the university of contact changes made.

8. The school's admissions procedures and regulations will determine Any matters not specified in the recruitment
guidelines.

9. If an enrolled student with TOPIK level 2 (King Sejong Institute Beginner 2A or 2B, or a student who has
completed level 2 or higher of the KIIP) obtains TOPIK level 3 during the first semester after admission, the student
must take Korea classes of 120 hours.

X Separate tuition fees may apply for Korean language classes.

10. If a visa is not issued before the start of the semester, your admission eligibility may be canceled.

11. New students are not permitted to take a leave of absence during the first semester of the year of admission,
except for an absence due to illness, etc.
